Keypad Tamper Lockout

1. DOOR PREP

Refer to page 4 & 5 for the dimensional
drawing to prep the door face. For exit device
door prep refer to the template that is provided
with the exit device.

NOTE;
For wood doors, use a 1/4” spade bit, to drill
the wire raceway where shown.

2. PULL WIRE PREP

Pass a small pull wire through the
raceway hole. This pull wire will be used
to bring wires from the trim opening to
the keypad wiring area.

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3. EXIT DEVICE & TRIM INSTALL

Install the Exit Device and Trim (Refer to
appropriate instructions).

4. RUN WIRE THROUGH RACEWAY

Attach the Pull Wire to the trim Lock
Wires. Pull the lock wires up through the
raceway as you insert the trim.

5. INSTALL KEYPAD
Install the Keypad and battery pack to the

door.

6. WIRE KEYPAD

Plug in the keypad to the battery pack. Attach
wires from the Trim & Exit Device to the
keypad using the chart below.

All user codes and programming is erased and settings are set to factory defaults. Lock
initialization and Lock ID are not cleared.

Resetting the E77 to Factory Settings

Warning!! This procedure will preform a hardware reset and will erase all the users and custom settings returning the
E77K back into the uninitialized factory default condition.

1) Remove power (Unplug the battery pack)
2) Short and hold the 2 Brn reset wires together
3) Apply power. (Plug in the battery pack)

The LED will Flash Red/Grn light during the initialization process. When initialization is complete, you will hear 3 beeps.
4) Remove power (Unplug the battery pack)
5) Disconnect and insulate the Brn Reset wires.

To test lock operation after a Hardware Reset and before initialization, enter *741. This temporary code will unlock the E77K
for testing purposes. Once a lock initialization has been performed (see page 1), this code is no longer active until a hardware
reset is performed again.
